 This is no different than what is required to make any 
decision in faith, including decisions concerning vocation, a 
consistent union with God, allowing God First above all else, 
or honestly living our baptism and union with Jesus Christ.. 
 So we thank these CBCers for the extreme witness they 
have provided to us — a witness we should, and hopefully 
do for them.  And we welcome them with great joy for their 
response to God’s invitation to Easter joy.
