 The earliest account of man killing man is straight from 
the bible. Cain murders Abel. It’s a story about one man — 
Cain — jealous of his brother — Abel — because Abel’s 
sacrifice was the best that could be offered, and therefore 
accepted by God, while his own sacrifice was not the finest 
fruit, and therefore not accepted by God. 
 Man killing man has contaminated society ever since. 
 
 Some would like us to think that most killings of this 
nature are what we see reported each night in suicide bombs 
set off by radicals seeking a just cause, while misinterpreting 
their own religious teachings. Or acting in “justice” against 
what is viewed as military oppression.  Really?  As a nation 
we continue to carry with us the memories and fears of such 
heinous violence to innocent people as was realized with the 
bombing of Flight 103 over Scotland, and the devastation of 
humanity on a day always to be remembered simply as 9-11. 
 “Others” hurting us.  
 But is it just that?  Do we remember the experience of 
young lives exhibiting the demented nature of our own 
society eight years ago in a suburban high school called 
Columbine, just outside of Denver, Colorado?  Or ten years 
ago in Peducka, Kentucky?  Or how about a year ago in 
Lancaster?  We’ve been exposed to similar destructive acts 
against human life over and over — by teens and adults — in 
schools and places of employment.   
 
 So we really should not be surprised that such a violent, 
absolutely senseless massacre took place on the campus of 
Virginia Tech this past Monday. It’s part of our culture and 
the world culture, like or not, that’s fact! 
  
 When I wrote this Tuesday morning before leaving for a 
few days of discovery at Gettysburg and Emmitsburg (fun 
and prayer), it was not determined as to the motive for this 
latest rampage against the dignity of life. But if we take a 
close look at the past, a lack of respect for the dignity of life 
is basically what has triggered every action mentioned 
above, and many others as well. 
 The dignity of life is played down in every aspect of the 
world’s culture  — that is unless we’re talking about our 
own life. Then nothing is to get in the way from us doing 
whatever, and expecting it our way, and all the time. And as 
long as this attitude, way of life, continues, we as individuals 
and as a people will continue to bring more reason for 
destruction to life. 
 We have a society that says we can reject others without 
a thought.  We can use others and then dispose of them.  We 
can isolate ourselves from the unwanted, and isolate others 
from the whole if we choose. We expect without giving.  We 
demand without understanding.  We threaten without any 
consideration.  We speak without reflecting.  We act without 
weighing the consequences.  Someone else must give. 

Someone else must understand.  Someone else must do.  
Someone else, someone else….. 
 When people, persons, human beings, have lost the value 
of “self”, or have been repeatedly put down so as to question 
their own value, or see no value at all, there is going to be a 
reaction.  When people are told time and again that they can 
expect reward even when they do the minimal amount or less 
— and then they do not get that reward — there will be a 
reaction.  When we allow violence and destruction to become 
a daily part of culture in our “games” and movies and 
television programming, there is going to be a reaction. 
Society tells us this.  Unfortunately, “society” in violent 
rampages usually means innocent people being slaughtered 
— innocent people who probably did not have any 
association with those who commit such violent acts.   
 No association that is, unless we acknowledge our own 
participation in the societal sin fostered by our own distorted 
realities. It’s unlikely that any of us would go on a rampage 
such as Monday’s. But the rampage was the end result of 
something greater.  What, we’ll probably never know which 
of the many common denominators — greed, lust, despair, 
rejection, isolation, and other sins — as part of the basis for 
the killing, as well as the reasons for the killings.  
 John Paul II called it the “Culture of Death”. And the tag 
is appropriate.  Life is constantly being threatened by the 
push of money, position, power, sex, ambition, and a total 
disregard and lack of responsibility for others — all others. 
This culture has been the breeding ground for generations of 
people unable to accept limitations even when they would 
benefit society.  The late pope challenged the world to speak 
the truth and do so convincingly — and to live that truth in a 
like manner.  But that is not how we live.  Nor is it the 
attitude often taught the upcoming generations. 
 Society speaks louder.  We should get what we want and 
ignore that which we don’t want. We should not be held 
accountable for our actions, and, therefore, nor should our 
children. We can spoil and pamper ourselves and family with 
no consideration of others.  And we should expect everyone 
else to give everything else simply because that is what we 
want. We do this with our faith, practicing private pietistic 
faith that nurtures no one and nothing and speaks no truth.  
 
 As Catholics we have a severe problem here. We cannot  
truly live our Catholic faith if we do not have equal concern 
for others as we have for ourselves — all the time.  
[Remember the second of the two great commandments.] 
And since this is so difficult to do, many simply find it easier 
to go along with society and expect everything else to fall 
into place — even a faith that is so diametrically opposed to 
such an obnoxious  individualistic notion. That’s why many 
do not fill the pews each week.  They term it “church 
control”. Jesus called it discipleship.   
 Only one speaks the truth.
