They are part of the fabric of any 
parish or church, and they need to be seen as people with 
quality input for the life of the Church now and in the years 
to come. 
 Some people will be looking for social interaction, 
others for support from individuals or couples desiring 
Christian friends, others spiritual formation and growth, and 
others a group to share in outreach ministry in service to 
others. Young Adult Ministry can be tailored to fit all who 
are seeking meaning as members of the Church. 
 So to those young adults involved in our parish, on

 When I returned from retreat someone (kidding) asked 
why spending time before the Blessed Sacrament was better 
at Notre Dame than here. The answer is simple:  I have more 
time to do so and far fewer distractions.  That’s the only 
difference.  The Eucharist is the Eucharist everywhere, just 
as God is God everywhere.   
 Clearing our minds of all our concerns so we can focus 
completely on the presence of Christ can be very difficult.  
When we can do so, such as during adoration, it allows us 

that time and ability to hear what God wants to say to 
us and how God’s plan can unfold in our lives.  The 
silence can be freighting yet very rewarding.   
 The most common time for us is prior to mass as 
we prepare for the liturgy, the communal celebration.  
If we make sure we’re in church early and take those 
ten minutes or so before mass begins to hand over all 

our concerns to the Lord, we’re more likely to hear and 
respond to what God wants us to acknowledge in the Word 
proclaimed, the Eucharist shared, and the Body of Christ 
(the people) being built up in its prayerful sharing. 
 Doing this we have a much better chance of seeing God 
in our everyday life, in all of creation, and to keep GOD 
FIRST in our decision making.
