 Tomorrow has been set aside as:  

A DAY OF PENANCE FOR VIOLATIONS TO  
THE DIGNITY OF THE HUMAN PERSON 

 As people gather from around the country to again show 
their objection to legalized abortion, we are reminded that 
this is not a “pick and choose” decision on the part of a 
faithful Catholic. 
 The dignity of ALL OF LIFE — from the 
unborn to the dying — is something that needs 
to be honored as sacred since all people are 
made in the image and likeness of God.  
 This day of penance reminds us that what 
we need to protect and safeguard — human life in all its 
stages of life — is not always that which receives our 
greatest care.  
 Please take this day as an opportunity to reflect on the 
dignity of life, on our own considerations and beliefs, and 
the value we place on every person. Do I need to ask 
forgiveness of God: 
 For my stand on abortion?  
 For not necessarily seeing life begin at conception?  
 For not honoring the redemptive nature that suffering  
  offers an individual, loved one, as death  
  approaches?  
 For how I devalue the life of an elderly person not  

  functioning as well as in years past? 
 For my response to people of ethnic  
  background, race, or religion that is not  
  my own? 
 For my lack of concern for people living  
  with physical or emotional disabilities? 

 For my lack of respect for workers who may be viewed  
  as “inferior” because of educational background or  
  social status? 
 For my choosing to remain ignorant of social conditions  
  throughout the world that leave people starving,  
  homeless, paid inferior wages? 
 
 In the past, when have my opinions changed?  When a 
situation has become personal or has affected a family 
member? Or when I have come to understand the gospel 
message?  What value do I give life NOW! 
 
 This DAY OF PENANCE is a call for prayer to  
open our minds and hearts to new ways of thinking and 
responding to all people in all situations of life.

 How is a priest to greet the people, meet the needs of 
others, and purify sacred vessels all in the same time frame 
following each Mass? It can’t be done.  
 However, the new directives call for the priest to be the 
one to purify all the sacred vessels before they are washed 
by a sacristan or Eucharistic Minister following each Mass. 

That’s why you’ll see the celebrant stop at the 
credence table (side table) after communion to 
purify the sacred vessels. It will be for a very brief 
time, but fulfills what is required and continues to 
allow the priest to be present to the people 
immediately after Mass. The directives came from Rome.

 An old ditty our mother used when “Why” was asked 
too many times and she did not have the answer: “Ours is 
not to wonder why; ours is just to do and die.”

 We’re in the middle of a WEEK OF PRAYER FOR 
CHRISTIAN UNITY — a time when prayer from all 
Christians for all Christians. 
 This was begun years ago following Vatican Council II 
when dialogue among the Christian faiths was urged at the 
local as well as the world level. The local Church was 
encouraged to do what could be done in sharing faith, being 
seen as a prayerful people, and in coming to understand the 
profession of other Christians. 

 We continue to work at this, with big strides 
at times, and small baby steps at other times. 
Some things we cannot change and must live 
with, such as our understandings concerning the 
Eucharist which is central to the Catholic 

tradition. This is something that should not be taken lightly, 
but offered as a sign of hope in years to come. 
 I enjoy the gatherings we have in the Plum Ministerium. 
It provides an opportunity for us to honor and respect each 
other as we seek to share our belief in Jesus Christ with the 
entire community. I hope that in the future we are more in 
commonality and less seperated by our differences. I also 
hope that we’ll soon look to start an Ecumenical Group 
formed from the laity which will support and challenge the 
clergy in their efforts.

 As you will see further in the bulletin, 
as a parish we are scheduled to assist at the 
Jubilee Soup Kitchen in February and at 
Global Links in March. This is part of our 
awareness program in our living our 
spiritual life and the gospel we profess. 
 If we seriously considered GOD FIRST during the fall, 
it led us to consider how best the God we have come to 
know within is also calling us to recognize and serve the 
God within others, especially those most in need. Christie 
Smith is working at securing a number of options for our 
experiencing this sharing. Not everyone will decide to serve 
in one capacity or another. We’re providing opportunities 
for each person to see how best their own gifts may be used 
as a response to the grace of God. Please consider these 
options if for no other reason than a great learning 
experience.
