 We’ve received numerous “Thank You Notes” from 
residents of Mardi Gras Street who have received financial 
assistance through the collection taken here at St. John’s 
following that horrendous gas explosion before 
Easter.  The parish collection was $2,500, and 
the school children, through a dress-down day 
fundraiser, collected an additional $1,000.  So 
thank you for your generosity, and know that you have 
blessed the lives of many of our “neighbors.”

 So often young teens shy from doing things, being 
involved, or standing out, apart from their peers.  It’s part of 
the growing process into early adulthood.  We’re glad to say 
that we have some, who with the support of the parents, 
found it worthwhile to do those things that are different. 
 And we congratulate Adam Albright, Joe Mautino, and 
Michael Pompa, who having fulfilled all the requirements, 
were awarded the Ad Altare Dei Religious 
Scouting Emblem, Part 2, last Sunday at St. 
Paul Cathedral.  The three are members of our 
parish scout troop, but joined hundreds of boy 
and girl scouts from across the diocese who were honored. 
 The Ad Altare Dei Emblem is to help Boy Scouts 
develop a fully Christian way of life.

 At the same mass and recognition, I was honored as a 
St. Joan of Arc recipient for continued support to Catholic 
Scouting and Youth Ministry.

Bishop Wright confirmed me forty-some 
years ago, and two years later handed me my Ad Altare Dei 
Award.

 *There is NO risk of contracting AIDS or any other 
disease through the donation process.  Each kit is sterile, pre-
packaged and used only once. 
 *Donors are eligible to give blood every 56 days. 
 *The entire donation process, from registration to post-
donation refreshments, takes about one hour.  The actual 
donation of blood takes about 10 minutes.
