they prepare for the priesthood. I know the seminarians are 
ever so grateful for the cards and prayers.  And the children 
also get excited that their faith has made such a positive 
impact, through prayer, on a man to be ordained.

What a Rush! 

 I hope and pray that, if it be God’s will, they are 
ordained within a few years.  I want them to experience the 
rush we had as priests last Sunday morning.  I know it was 
hectic in the parking lot.  It was that way for Fr. Bill and 
myself as well.  There was Parish Share — mandated; there 
was Scout Sunday — mandated;  there was Consecrated 
Life Sunday — mandated.  They all speak about the life of 
the Church — here at St. John’s and universally. 
 There was also a gospel that does not lend itself to a 
short explanation or interpretation into an individual’s life.  
Then there were, during the 9:00AM mass, the awards for 
scouts who we needed to properly honor for 
earning the religious awards, and there was 
a baptism at the10:30AM mass.  A baptism 
periodically at mass is a good reminder of 
how we all started.   Greater is the reminder 
of the community’s need to support the 
newborn and parents and family.  The parish was 
celebrating parish life as it should in prayer and celebration.   
 Many positive comments were made concerning these 
celebrations, as well as the 5:00PM Saturday evening mass 
with the Praise Band leading the singing.  God was touching 
our community in a beautiful way.  And I almost forgot the 

Bell Choir making its 9:00AM mass debut.   
 ALL OF THIS happened because many people took 
active roles in sharing talents and recognizing responsibility 
for the whole, not just their own faith journey.  As draining 
as it is, I’ll do it again next week if there were reason for it.

Besides, we need a few days to 
catch our breath and reflect on what we’ve 
experienced during the previous week.

I spent an hour and a half with the director, set 
designer, lighting tech, sound tech, and youth minister the 
other night as they scoped the layout of the church.  That 
says they know what makes things right.

A CATHOLIC CALL to  

POLITICAL RESPONSIBILITY 

Every four years since 1976, the Administrative  Committee 
of the United State Conference of Catholic Bishops (USCCB) 
has issued a statement on the responsibilities of Catholics to 
society.  The purpose of the statement is to communicate the 
Church’s teaching that every Catholic is called to an active 
and faith-filled citizenship, based upon a properly informed 
conscience, in which each disciple of Christ publicly 
witnesses to the Church’s commitment to human life and 
dignity with special preference for the poor and the 
vulnerable.  Faithful Citizenship: A Catholic Call to Political 
Responsibility  was developed under the leadership of the 
Committees on Domestic and International Policy, with the 
Committee on Priorities and Plans, in collaboration with 
many other USCCB committees and offices.   It was reviewed 
and approved in September 2003 by the Administrative 
Committee of the USCCB. 

 

The Catholic approach to faithful citizenship begins with 
moral principles.  The directions for our public witness 
are found in Scripture and Catholic social teaching.

LENT: 
A Time of Purification and Enlightenment 

 For those involved in the Rite of Christian Initiation 
process the season of Lent is also known as the period of 
Purification and Enlightenment. Throughout this period the 
RCIA participants move into the final preparation to receive 
all the sacraments of initiation and to be welcomed into full 
communion with the Catholic Church. Central to their 
preparation will be various Rites celebrated during the 9:00 
Sunday Mass during Lent. 
 The already baptized candidates will 
participate in the Penitential Rite which helps 
to prepare them for the sacrament of 
Reconciliation. This Rite calls the candidates 
to a deeper repentance and a total 
abandonment to the love and mercy of the Father who sent 
His only Son to die for our sins.  
 The "elect," those who desire baptism, will participate 
in the Scrutinies which are celebrated to help deliver them 
from the power of sin and Satan, to protect them from 
temptation and to give them strength in Christ who is the 
only Way, the only Truth and the only Life in which our 
life has any meaning or purpose. 
 We ask our entire parish to support our elect and 
candidates during their period of prayer and interior 
reflection. May this Lent also be a period of Purification 
and Enlightenment for all of us as we enter into the Passion 
of our Lord who gave His life out of love for each one of 
us.
