Fastor’s Notes

It’s Monday night, the members of our Senior High
Youth Ministry are in the backyard having a good time as
part of their overnight lock-in and Mozart is on the radio. It
has been, and is, an enjoyable evening. We’ve just finished
a meeting with representatives of the cluster parishes
finance councils who have been listening to Fr. John Haney
and Mr. Francis Nowak, the pastor and head of the finance
council of St. Gabriel of the Sorrowful Virgin Parish in
Whitehall. In contrast to what you may think, the discussion
has been more about prayer and trust in
God than it has been about money and
finances.

The very last line of last Sunday’s
gospel helps in keeping all of life in
perspective.

“Without cost you have received,

without cost you are to give.”

The sound of teens enjoying time with each other in a
world filled with struggle and pain and pressure cannot be
considered a cost. Mozart is a gift passed on by the giving
of others concerned with the treasure of music that speaks to
the heart and soul. The sharing of the life of Christ in all its
forms was not given with a price tag. Faith and trust in God
are gifts without compromise meant for us to give away, not
give up on. The Church has been entrusted to us through
the caring of others. Ours is to do the same. There is no
cost set on what we are to do in the limited time we have.

So Fr. Haney and Mr. Nowak were all about being
aware of what God gives, and what we return to God. God
does not want the gifts of time, talent, and treasured given,
to be returned unused.
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The School Advisory Board is now making plans for
the celebration of our school’s 50th Anniversary next year.
You’ll see more information coming in and through the
bulletin. You’ll also see school representatives at the
Family Festival soliciting names and
addresses of former students. With the many
activities planned, they’d like to send out a
schedule of events to all alumni.

If you know of former students — your
sons and daughters as well as former
neighbors and friends — please provide this information
to the school.

So we say “THANK YOU” to Jack
Patnik for his work as facilitator of our
Pastoral Council over the past two years,
and promise prayers for him as he moves
forward in the diaconate program and
ordination as a deacon. He won’t be
totally out of the activity of the parish, but weekly
obligations will now consume much more of his time, as it
will Tim Noca, and has been for Joe Vannucci who has been
involved for the past two years.

We’re praying about who is to be selected as the next
facilitator. And prayer is such a fundamental requirement
for the success of our work and the work of every parish.

Special thanks to the Mass Schedule Committee for their
hours of hard work addressing the issue of trimming a mass
from our Sunday schedule, totaling the numbers of the votes
of parishioners, and providing insight to pastoral council.

Thanks as well to the members of Pastoral Council.
Council did not come to a unanimous decision, but to a
consensus. It would be hard to come to an unanimous
decision with so many personal preferences, and ways of
considering our situation. As was mentioned last week,
work remains in fitting everything into the schedule.

Council members will again likely come to a consensus,
looking at what is best for the parish as a group.

Gestures is a game. But it also tells a whole lot about
how people perceive things. Four guys played 13 women to
a draw in this game during last Tuesday’s Staff Get-A-Way.
But don’t let anyone give you some story about a fast clock.

I’ll finish this and then go to church for some needed
prayer time — to give thanks first among many other things.
My IV drips and home care have ended. Another week and
my allergy shots are completed. If God so desires, I’ll have
tomorrow to catch up on the things that did not get
accomplished today.

I acknowledge that many others will not be so fortunate.
Tomorrow may not be such a good day for them. Their [V
drips and home care and shots will continue well beyond the
days to come. Many will unlikely make it to tomorrow.
Proper perspective is so vitally important.

How Old Does a Child Need Be

in Order to Stay Alone?
Don’t assume that when your child understands

what you are saying, he is ready to walk out the door

by himself. Besides the fact that many

states have laws against leaving

children of certain ages alone (for

example, younger than 12), experts ’

say children shouldn’t be left by

themselves until they are capable of

fighting off an abductor or handling a crisis

situation. Experts also say children do not have the

mental maturity to cross busy streets by themselves

until they are about 10 or 12 years old. (Did you

know that pedestrian injuries rank third in child

fatalities, behind traffic accidents and drowning?)

Finally, parents who are certain their young children

would never walk away with a stranger will be

shocked to learn that studies show they probably

will. Stay alert and vigilant, even if you believe your

child is aware of possible dangers from others.

JUNE—Torture Awareness Month

Continued.

William Cavanaugh writes in the U.S. Catholic: June 2008 that the
significance of Jesus’ crucifixion has a tremendous message concerning the
issue of torture. The cross is an instrument of torture. The fact that our
Savior was tortured to death should never be far from Christian discussion
about torture.

If we meditate on the Sorrowful Mysteries, we will have a
very good picture of what torture is all about: Interrogation
and brutality, both attempting to get answers that satisfies the
torturer. It was once said and quoted ever since, that if Jesus
had been around in our day, we’d all be wearing little electric
chairs around our necks instead of crosses. We’ve allowed =~
ourselves to get so used to the cross that we often lose touch with what it
really means. It was an instrument of torture—as was the Agony in the
Garden, the Scourging at the Pillar, the Crowning with Thorns, the Carrying
of the Cross and finally the Crucifixion.

Domestic violence that we all read about, see brutal pictures of abused
spouses, videos of teenagers in brawls, and oh so many different violent
atrocities seen on television, in the movies; there seems to be no end to it
all.

We must try to do our little part, first of all concerning -- TORTURE IN
TIME OF WAR -- debate is going on presently in the United States
Congress, striving to get this country back to civility, as our country had
been in the not so distant past. Let us write and tell our Senators Specter and
Casey, Representative Jason Altmire (see addresses below) that you do not
support torture. If you are aware of domestic abuse (see phone number
below) and/or any abuse, take a stand —call 911 and give an immediate
report.

RCIA Testimonial
by Jonathan Crist

Just at the point I attempted to dismiss belief as a
superstitious crutch of a bygone age, agreeing with the infamous
philosopher Nietzsche that “God is dead”, I found myself face to
face with the dilemma all over again. To quote a source to be
named later, “It is not until belief is rejected that its unrejectability
becomes evident.” After years of rigorous philosophical debate
and thought; after years of tireless work to place the meaning of
my life solely in the work of my hands; after years of rejecting
God and belief as irrational and foolish, there remained an interior
tug, a nagging of the soul, a refutation to every argument I had
conceived. To use the same aforementioned source I relate this
story that I think, as well as the source, encompasses rightly the
situation of man’s soul:

An adherent of the Enlightenment, a very learned man,
who had heard of the Rabbi of Berditchev (an important
center of Judaism in the 18-19" centuries), paid a visit to
him in order to argue, as was his custom, with him too, and
to shatter his old-fashioned proofs of the truth of his faith.
When he entered the Rabbi’s room, he found him walking
up and down with a book in his hand, rapt in thought. The
Rabbi paid no attention to the new arrival. Suddenly he
stopped, looked at him fleetingly, and said, “But perhaps it
is true after all.” The scholar tried in vain to collect
himself — his knees trembled, so terrible was the Rabbi to
behold and so terrible his simple utterance to hear. But
Rabbi Levi Yitschak now turned to face him and spoke
calmly: “My son, the scholars of the Torah with whom you
have argued wasted their words on you; as you departed
you laughed at them. They were unable to lay God and his
Kingdom on the table before you, and neither can I. But
think, my son, perhaps it is true.” The exponent of the
Enlightenment opposed him with all his strength; but this
terrible “perhaps” that echoed back at him time after time
broke his resistance.

Rightly so I asked, “Perhaps what?” I was faced with more
questions and thus confusion than I could handle and sought out a
guide through this unfamiliar and rocky terrain. I turned to the
RCIA team members at St. John the Baptist Catholic parish,
Unity. My questions were not easy, pushing me, and sometimes
the RCIA team, to the point of breaking. They never did. Witha
steady hand and indefatigable thirst for Truth they guided me and
the other members of the class of 2008 through to the other side.
If you have questions about the Catholic Church or the RCIA
process contact the parish office or Ron Donatelli, the director of
RCIA, directly.

The quote and story came to me only after I had been
received into the Church. While reading I was floored by how
much I had resembled the “exponent of the Enlightenment” and
how accurately the author walks through the stages of disbelief,
my own arguments against belief, and then refutes soundly those
arguments. The book is Introduction to Christianity and the
author is, then Joseph Cardinal Ratzinger, now Pope Benedict
XVIL
