Jim Ruggiero and Fr. Ray Utz, finished this week 
celebrating the sacrament of Reconciliation with our CCD 
students.  We had earlier finished with the school children. 
 During it all it was a wonderful experience, not that the 
kids are sinning, and not in some of what was confessed, 
but in the honest look and words of so many of them.  Their 

desire to celebrate Jesus may not be what is 
seen by parents who have to pull their children 
from bed to get them to mass every weekend, 
but these parents can be assured that it is well 
worth the effort.  Come, Holy Spirit! 
 Unfortunately, too many children — from 
both sides of the fence — CCD and school  — 
are rarely attending Mass each and every 

weekend.  Fr. Bill and I know this since we recognize those 
who are at weekend Mass and those who are not.  When 
they come for reconciliation we can predict one of their 
sins to be confessed.  And its not really their sin.   
Come, Holy Spirit! 
 It hurts since the children cannot come on their own.  
But the choice for them to grow in their faith, to receive 
Jesus in the Eucharist, and develop a sense of “home” 
within the faithful community is being made through the 
rationale of their parents.  And their reasoning is rather 
irrational.  Come, Holy Spirit! 
 So many of the kids received permission to bug their 
parents about coming to church each weekend.  And I ask 
every parishioner to now add these children and their 
families onto their daily prayer list.  We’ll just have to beat 
down their reasoning through the great assistance of the 
Holy Spirit.  Burn your fire of love within us!

 And since we need prayers, I hope and pray many of 
our parishioners restricted in their active participation due 
to health or age, will become active in our 
PRAYER MINISTRY. We need “Pray-ers”, 
people ready to lift up prayers for our specific 
needs and those of the world. 
 This ministry is being established because 
of the great need we have for prayer, and to 
enable those who may not be capable of doing 
anything else, to join in one of the most powerful ministries 
possible. 
 We need people who will become prayer partners for 
our children preparing for Reconciliation and Communion, 
and for Confirmation.  We need people who will pray 
specifically for a couple preparing for marriage.  We need 
“pray-ers” to lift up those people who may be deciding to 
return to the practice of the faith, and as we prepare for our 
mission in Lent (now is the time to begin these prayers.) 
We need “pray-ers” for those in our RCIA program.  And 
we haven’t begun to list everyone or every need. 

 Prayer  is essential for any parish participation in the 
work of God.  It is essential for any faithful steward of God 
to accept to live for the glory of God and salvation of all 
people.
