 I think I’ve heard this saying in a different way. 
      “So do not worry about tomorrow.   
        Today has sufficient concerns of its own.” 
           — Jesus (Matt. 6:34 ) 
 
 We all know there’s rarely the opportunity to undo what 
was done the day before.  And projecting what might be in 

store for us in the days to come is only conjecture 
until that day comes.   
 So, if we pray today, why should we worry 
about what may be confronted in the time that is 

not now?  And if we worry, what good is our prayer in 
bringing us to realize God with us at this moment? 
 If we dwell on the past, this very moment becomes the 
past without our doing anything with it, which is hardly what 
God had intended when it was given to share and live.  
 Besides all of this, how much control do we have over 
things we worry about?  Really!?   
 Can we control those situations where we are 
not physically present?  
 Can we control what others may say or think, 
whether they be true or false? 
 Can we really control others who are in our 
presence? 
 No, and no, and, not unless the “other” allows us to 
control them, with them giving up their own freedom. 
 
 The other side of the coin is the question, “Are we using 
this moment in time for what God intended when given to 
us?  Or have we chosen to make it ours and not God’s?” 
 How difficult it is to take responsibility for something, 
and yet not to own what is not meant to be owned.  To see 
every moment as gift that is, and then as quickly, is no more, 
can be very difficult.   
 So why worry about the moment, whether it be in the 
past, in the present, or in the future?  It’s better to let the one 
who gives the gift also direct us in its use. 
 The gift of time that we have and share does come with 
instructions.  We just need to listen, then follow!
