Pastor’'s Notes

“The beginning...”

How appropriate for us as we find ourselves almost
beginning anew with our entrance into the New Roman
Missal. Its use heralds yet another beginning, yet calls us to
that which has always been.

In reflecting on the changes we will encounter in the
days to come, I began to realize that, for many of us, how we
currently pray the Mass is the only way known. For many in
our parish community, the pre-Vatican Latin Mass is
unknown. The “big changes” took place long before
many were born.

So we have a change in the Mass from the only
way many people have ever known to pray
at Mass. We enter this time with some
trepidation and question. Will it do what
it is meant to do in bringing a commonality to
all people? Will it provide for us a greater
awareness of what we pray? Will it solicit spiritual
growth in the members of the Church? Time will
determine much. Our willingness to remain open to the
change and the good that comes from it, despite our early
struggles, will be the ultimate answer. Thankfully, the priest
is not facing the wall, not speaking in an unknown language,
microphones usually work.

With hearts and minds set on our growing in the
Lord, let us humbly endeavor into what awaits us — that
which has never changed — the giving of our Lord for our
salvation and the fulfilled promise of eternal life.

“The beginning...”

We can use this year’s Black Friday celebration as a
lesson. Thanksgiving, and the day after, formally known as
Black Friday, no longer exist. Retailers seeking your bucks
have eliminated them for all intents and purposes.
QUESTION: How many years will it be before stores open on
Christmas Day for immediate returns?

That will depend completely on you, me, and every
other Christian who has dared to pronounce Christ as the one
and only reason for Christmas.

“The beginning...”
Today we begin a new liturgical year. It is much the

same as every other liturgical year — except — the majority
of gospel selections for Sunday Mass will come from the
Gospel of St. Luke. As St. Matthew’s gospel so heavily
focused on the Kingdom of God, now St. Luke’s gospel will
focus on a variety of concerns the writer wishes to address.
These include:

the importance of women in the early proclamation of the
death and resurrection of Jesus;

the showing of Jesus in deep prayer prior to making any
major decision;

the challenging of the practices employed by those with
power and position;

the concern for the poor, orphaned and widowed;
the action of the Holy Spirit as revealer and enabler.

“The beginning of the Gospel of
Jesus Christ the Son of God,” is the first
line of the gospel for the second Sunday of
Advent. One would think that this would be
read on the First Sunday of Advent. But not so.

We have St. Mark’s warning laid before us:
“WATCH!” Perhaps St. Mark knew what society
would attempt to do to distract us from the unknown
return of our Lord. So we’re told to watch — daily — on this
first Sunday of Advent!

Nevertheless, these weeks of Advent, as does the first
chapter of St. Luke’s gospel, point us to Jesus. A woman,
Mary, the power of the Holy Spirit, the announcing of
freedom from oppression, are just some of the themes begun
even prior to the birth of our Lord. God is active in setting
the stage, in preparing the way, as shown through our patron
saint, John the Baptist. So in “The beginning” we’re
reminded that God was active long before the birth of our
Lord, before his coming as man. We’re also reminded that
nothing takes place without the working of the Holy Spirit.
St. Luke beautifully shows this.

“The beginning...” takes place in and through us!
Our response to the grace of God, enabling us to pronounce
the goodness of God, the presence of the Kingdom, and the
saving love of our Lord, are reasons for a Christmas
celebration. Anything less fails to acknowledge the presence
of the Holy Spirit in our lives.

“The beginning...” happens everyday as we awake
— before our feet hit the floor. Every day is that opportunity

New Hearing Devices in the Usher’s Room
New equipment to assist those who have difficulty
hearing. The equipment is integrated with the sound system
and will wirelessly transmit from the sound system to
individual receivers. There are 6 receivers located in the
usher’s room. Please ask an usher if you wish to use one.
There are 3 types of listening devices available:
1. Single Ear-bud-connect the earbud to the receiver and
insert the ear-bud in either ear. (Replacement ear-bud covers
have been ordered and will be available in a few weeks).
2. Ear Speaker- connect the speaker to the receiver and place
the speaker over either ear.
3. Neck Loop-this device fits around your neck and connects
wirelessly to hearing aids equipped with a “T” coil.
Because we have no experience with this new equipment, we
are anxious to hear from those who use it. Please let us know
what you think of the equipment and if you have any
suggestions to improve its usefulness. We will let you know if
we get information that will improve the usefulness of the
equipment.
